| will not try to login to the school network on a personal portable device, i.e.,
smartphone or laptop without the permission of the network manager.

| will use the computer networks in a responsible way to observe all the
guidelines explained to me at school.

| will not download any photographs/images of staff or students at St Bede's
unless this forms part of the lesson and permission form the class teacher has
been given
